Extra Vallejo Transit/Baylink Ferry and Bus Service in Event of BART Strike –
Commuters Urged to Use Vallejo Transit/Baylink Ferry
VALLEJO— With the possibility of BART trains coming to a halt as early as July 13th the City of Vallejo’s Transportation team which includes its contractors Blue & Gold Fleet and MV Transportation is urging commuters to review their contingency plans for getting to and from work and to use the Baylink ferry and/or Vallejo Transit express buses to get into and out of San Francisco.   Commuters are encouraged to try alternative transit service and to avoid peak commute periods by traveling earlier or later, if possible.  Avoid driving and leave their cars at home. 
If a BART strike is announced:
In addition to its regular scheduled trips, the Vallejo Baylink ferry that operates direct to San Francisco, will add a fourth boat to the schedule with  extra ferry departures at 5:00 a.m, 7:15 a.m. and 10:30 a.m.,  Additional evening commute service will depart Pier 1 in San Francisco at 4:00 p.m., 6:15 p.m., and 9:25 p.m.  Extra express bus service, including Route 200 direct service from the Vallejo Ferry Terminal building to/from the San 
Francisco Ferry Terminal will also be available, if needed.

(All extra service is on an “as needed basis".  Check the websites listed below daily 
for any changes. ) Vallejo Transit express buses will pick up and drop off passengers 
outside BART stations.  Route 80 (Vallejo-El Cerrito Del Norte, BART) will utilize its 
existing stop on Cutting Boulevard in El Cerrito, with connections to AC transit, 
WestCat, and BART shuttle buses on San Pablo Ave.  Temporary bus stops will be 
staged on Coggins Drive in Pleasant Hill and California Blvd in Walnut Creek for Route 
78 (Vallejo-Pleasant Hill/Walnut Creek, BART) courtesy of Contra Costa County Transit 
Authority (CCCTA).   
The additional service is intended to help ease the over-crowding on the Interstates.  “We 
understand that labor negotiations are a serious matter and hope that the parties can reach 
amiable win-win agreements, said Crystal Odum Ford, the City’s Transportation
Superintendent.  “However, we are hoping to introduce new transit users to the cost 
efficiencies and ease of public transit, particularly our Baylink ferry and Vallejo Transit 
express bus services to/from San Francisco.   
In the event of a disruption to BART service, other transit agencies are also adjusting their schedules.  For additional information, the Bay Area’s 511 traveler information system — available 24/7 on the Web at www.511.org or on the phone by dialing 511 — provides a comprehensive, one-stop resource for evaluating commute alternatives, including updates on BART’s service status, alternative transit and ridesharing options, real-time traffic and transit information, and other trip planning tools. The popular 511 Transit Trip Planner offers the ability to plan door-to-door transit trips that include or exclude BART trips.
